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Fastest Growing Disc Treatment
IDD Therapy certainly has a spring in its step.  As the
fastest growing disc treatment in the UK, practitioners
from all major professions are enjoying exceptional results
when treating back and neck pain sufferers.

We are often asked, when will IDD Therapy be available on
the NHS? It is difficult to predict. Budget constraints, long
term review of evidence, different healthcare priorities in
physiotherapy mean that the decision to invest in new
technologies can take time.

What is clear however is that IDD
Therapy is already saving the NHS
hundreds of thousands, if not
millions of pounds every year.

Rather than clog up pain clinics, have injections or undergo
spinal surgery, growing numbers of patients are seeking
non-invasive IDD Therapy in the private sector.  This serves
to take pressure off already over-stretched NHS resources.

Outside of IDD Therapy, there is very little in the way of
‘new’ non-invasive treatments for chronic back and neck
pain sufferers.  On the invasive side, treatments ranging
from radiofrequency denervation to injections of platelet
rich plasma (PRP) are being explored, along with a plethora
of new surgical implants, but do they address root causes?

Back pain is complex and herein lies the challenge for
medicine.  However, whether treating disc herniation, disc
degeneration or facet syndrome, in many instances
compression and a lack of segmental spinal mobility are at
the heart of the body’s inability to self-regulate and heal.

IDD Therapy disc treatment, whilst not a cure-all for back
pain, is the only expanding treatment whose core objective
is to address these two key issues simultaneously; namely
to decompress and improve mobility in targeted spinal
segments. Expect to hear a lot more over the coming year
as more clinics join the network and report their outcomes.

Crippling back pain saw me
carried into the clinic.

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Transforming Neck Pain Treatment
When it comes to pain, back pain would seem to get all
the attention.  Neck pain doesn’t really get a look in,
not because it isn’t debilitating, but perhaps it is
because usually, neck pain sufferers can at least still
walk around, albeit in a zombie–like haze of pain.

Approximately 20% of IDD Therapy treatments are for
neck pain and nerve pain (neuropathy).  The principles
of the treatment are the same as for low back pain,
namely to gently distract and mobilise targeted
segments of the cervical spine (neck).

The vertebrae of the neck are smaller than those in the
lower back and IDD Therapy gently focuses treatment
to a group of vertebrae, most commonly the lowest
levels named C5/C6 and C6/C7.

Traditional cervical traction (right)
attempted to relieve pressure on the
neck but by pulling the jaw, very little of
the traction force was directed to the
actual vertebrae surrounding an injured
disc.

IDD Therapy has a unique ability to comfortably hold
the base of the skull and by angling controlled pulling
(distraction) forces is able to decompress the discs.
